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History and Historical Context

Description

Physical Description

St Patricks Roman Cathollic Church, Mt Moriac, was erected c1863 to the designs of Andrew McWilliams,
architect. The builders were Lodge Bros. and W.J. Kelly. The original Early English Gothic style church, built by
Clement Nash to accommodate 350 people and opened by Archbishop Gould, was destroyed in cyclonic winds
on 22 July 1926. The church of St. Patrick was subsequently rebuilt on the original foundations using Mt.
Gambier limestone, a slate roof and incorporating many of the original church fixtures and furnishings. The
reconstructed church is a simple parish church picturesquely situated near the Princes Highway at Mt. Moriac
with interesting local historical associations.
