Acknowledgement and Publicity Guidelines
Promotional Guidelines for projects in receipt of State Government funding through Sport and Recreation Victoria’s Country Football and Netball Program

General

The Victorian State Government is required to be acknowledged as a funding contributor for projects funded under Sport and Recreation Victoria’s (SRV) Country Football and Netball Program (CFNP).  As the CFNP is partly funded by the AFL, it is expected that the AFL is acknowledged utilising the attached text and logos.

As with other forms of acknowledgement, priority of logo size and placement should be of a scale and position appropriate with the level of funding support from the SRV CFNP relative to that given from other sponsors/funding bodies.

These notes provide a guide to how projects funded under the above funding program should be acknowledged.  For further information please contact the CFNP Program Coordinator on (03) 9935 8056.
Requirements
1. During construction a temporary sign must be erected and prominently displayed acknowledging the contribution of the Victorian Government and the AFL with the text and logos below.

2. Completed projects must carry a permanent acknowledgment of the contribution of the Victorian Government and AFL using the text and logos below in a form (eg. sign or plaque) and scale appropriate to the project.

3. All promotional/information material such as leaflets, brochures and advertisements (including invitations to launches/openings etc) for the funded project must carry the text and logos.  Colour publications should use colour logos.

4. Any press releases/announcements must acknowledge the source of funding and carry the supplied logos.

Using logos

The Victorian Government logo must be positioned in the right hand bottom corner.

The logo can appear white, dark blue (PMS 541) and black.

Openings and Launches


The Minister for Sport and Recreation, is to be given the opportunity to participate in any formal activity associated with the progress or completion of a facility or to officially open or launch the project.  Openings and launches of CFNP funded projects are to be coordinated through the Office of the Minister for Sport and Recreation. Councils considering staging an opening or launch should give adequate notice.


Victorian Government signage is to be prominently displayed at all openings and launches.

Invitations


The logo and appropriate acknowledgement of the State Government contribution is to be included on invitations for events associated with the funded project.


The Victorian Government, through DPCD, is to be given the opportunity of having a representative at all significant events associated with the funded project.
