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Over $600,000 in funding for 5 park projects in Ballarat and Bendigo has been announced.  
Pick My Park 
The $30 million Pick My Park program gives the community a say on grants for new and upgraded parks.   
Round 1 of the Pick My Park program focused on key areas identified in Plan for Victoria to accommodate additional housing.  It included the suburbs surrounding the 60 centres of the Train and Tram Zone Activity Centre Program and 15 Priority Precincts (including the Suburban Rail Loop precincts) across Melbourne as well as Ballarat, Bendigo and Geelong.  
Round 2 of Pick My Park was extended to include all of Melbourne plus the established areas of Ballarat, Bendigo and Geelong.  124 projects in Melbourne will proceed to voting in June 2026 and the top voted projects in each metropolitan region will be funded. Five successful regional projects have been directly funded as they could be accommodated within available funding without requiring voting. The list of funded projects is provided below.
