The Melbourne Geelong Interconnection Project consists of an 800mm diameter water transfer pipeline which will stretch 55km from the Melbourne water supply network at Cowies Hill, west of Werribee, to Geelong’s water storage basins at Lovely Banks.  A water pump station is also required at Cowies Hill.  

All work associated with the achievement of statutory approvals will be undertaken by Kellogg Brown & Root Pty Ltd and their sub-consultants, with oversight from Barwon Water. 

The project will be delivered in following distinct phases:

· Stage 1: detailed design, statutory approvals, community consultation, easement negotiation and tendering.  Stage 1 will is now underway and will conclude in mid 2010.

· Stage 2: construction.  Stage 2 will commence in mid 2010 and conclude at the end of 2011.
